
Ears: high–set
Leather: triangular in 
shape 

Tail:  set high on rump and 
usually carried high on back
Tail length: usually docked 
from 2” – 6”, but can also be 
undocked (12”)

Head:  long, brick-like.  
Flat with little/no stop 
from eyebrow to nose
Eyes: brown, almond 
shaped, wide set

Coat: poodle-like, single 
coated, curly or wavy 
(not course or harsh)

Color: shades of black 
(puppy under 2 yrs) to 
black/blue/gray

Body shape: square – about 
as tall as they are long
Size: adults range from 
22lbs (small female) to 50lb 
(large male)
Height: from 16.5” to 21” at 
the shoulder
