In the unlikely event that the dog is
unaltered, you will be required to have it spayed or neutered within 90 days of adoption. Under no
circumstances should the dog be bred. You will also be required to take the dog to a veterinarian within
3 days of the date of the Adoption Contact for a checkup and any necessary medical treatment.

The Foundation makes no representation as to the physical condition, temperament, habits, personality
features, or other aspects of the dogs available for adoption. The Foundation is in no way liable or
responsible for any damage, accident, or injury resulting from the adoption of any dog or the future
conduct of that dog.
